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Riley Awards Grants to Enhance Alabama Trails  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $1.38 million to improve recreational opportunities throughout Alabama. 

Twelve Recreational Trail grants were awarded to Alabama cities and counties to improve or expand existing trails, build new ones and purchase property for future trails. Another grant was awarded to the Alabama Department of Conservation and Natural Resources for trail-related projects.

 “Recreational trails encourage people to enjoy the outdoors and enhance communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in these projects.”

Those awarded grants are:

· Albertville - $33,100 to complete a mile-long trail and build two pavilions at the town park. 
· Baldwin County- $16,000 to install information and direction signs and construct kiosks along a trail from Battleship Park to Weeks Bay Reserve. 

· Brookside- $68,000 to build a 1.1-mile trail along the File Mile Creek Greenway. 

· Citronelle- $50,640 to provide lighting along the city’s Rails to Trails walking park. 

· Coaling- $100,000 to provide lighting along a 3,650-foot-long trail in Warren Foster Norris Park. 

· Cowarts- $77,200 to widen and extend an existing trail and bury power lines currently above ground. 

· Cullman County - $517,521 to purchase about 1,457 acres of property and begin construction of an all-terrain vehicle park in south Cullman County. 

· Dothan- $100,000 to widen a trail and improve drainage at Westgate Park. 

· Montgomery County - $100,000 to construct a trail, pavilion, restrooms, parking and fencing off U.S. 331 in the Snowdoun community.

· Rainbow City - $100,000 to construct a trail at the city’s sports complex. 

· Troy- $100,000 to construct a trail adjacent to the community center at the Troy Sportsplex. 

· Thomaston- $62,300to construct a trail around the lake at Pritchett Town Park. 

· Alabama Department of Conservation and Natural Resources - $60,000 to purchase a tractor that will be used for trail construction and renovation at state parks. 

The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration. The grants are being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 
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
