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Riley Awards Grant to Enforce Drug Laws in Shelby County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $200,000 grant to continue the battle against the manufacture, sale and distribution of illegal drugs in Shelby County.
The Shelby County Drug Enforcement Task Force will use the funding to continue efforts to locate and destroy illegal drug laboratories and conduct undercover operations that lead to the arrest and conviction of drug distributors.  
“This task force sends a strong message to those who would make or sell illegal drugs,” said Riley. “I commend them for their efforts to make Shelby County a safer place to live and raise children.”
The task force, formed in January 2004, is made up of multiple law enforcement agencies including police departments from the cities of Alabaster, Harpersville and Montevallo, the Shelby County Sheriff’s Department and the district attorney’s office. 
A full-time prosecutor from the district attorney’s office ensures offenders are punished and advises law enforcement officials on current laws involving investigations. 

Riley notified County Manager Alex Dudchock that the grant had been approved. Local funds of $200,000 will supplement the award.

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
