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Riley Awards Grant to Help Sexual Assault Victims 
at Three College Campuses in Northwest Alabama 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $16,000 grant to help a non-profit organization continue helping victims of sexual assault at three college campuses in Northwest Alabama.
The Shoals Crisis Center Inc. provides the Campus Awareness and Prevention program to students at the University of North Alabama and the Muscle Shoals and Phil Campbell campuses of Northwest Shoals Community College.
“Alabama’s college students should be able to focus on their studies without worry of sexual assault,” said Riley. “I commend Rape Response for making our college campuses safer and helping victims recover.”
Since 1990, Rape Response has provided crisis intervention services to sexual assault victims. The organization serves Colbert, Franklin, Lauderdale and Marion counties. 
Trained volunteer advocates assist victims at hospitals and through a 24-hour crisis line. The center also aids victims by providing counseling, information, referrals to other community agencies that offer additional assistance and accompanying victims to court.

Riley notified Tricia Zeff, president of the organization’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved.
Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
