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Riley Awards Grant to Help Victims in Southwest Alabama
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $62,445 to provide assistance to victims of domestic abuse, rape and sexual assault in southwest Alabama. 
A grant of $38,445 will help the Baldwin County Family Violence Project continue serving rape and sexual assault victims in Baldwin and Escambia counties through its Lighthouse Sexual Assault Program. The governor also approved a $24,000 grant for the organization’s court advocacy program for Baldwin County domestic violence victims
“I am pleased to help the family violence project continue serving victims in Southwest Alabama,” said Riley. “I commend the organization’s staff for their dedication.”

The sexual assault program provides a 24-hour crisis line, support group sessions, victim safety plans and a court advocate to help victims navigate the court systems and prepare to testify.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.
Riley notified Nancy Bell, president of the organization’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved.
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
