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Riley Awards $100,000 to Battle Drugs in 

Choctaw, Clark and Washington Counties
MONTGOMERY—A specialized drug task force will continue its work in Choctaw, Clark and Washington counties thanks in part to a $100,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The grant to the city of Jackson will support the area’s drug task force known as Task Force One. The unit investigates drug-related crimes and arrests the users and traffickers of illegal drugs.
“Illegal drug use and related criminal activity destroy communities,” said Riley. “I commend the staff of Task Force One for their efforts to protect residents and remove drug pushers from our streets.”

The task force was established in 1990 and works with local police departments and sheriff’s departments to enforce drug laws.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. Matching funds of $11,111 will supplement the award.

Riley notified Mayor Richard Long of Jackson that the grant had been approved.
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
