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Grants Help ABC Board Fight Underage Drinking, Illegal Drugs 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $271,297 to the Alabama Alcoholic Beverage Control Board to continue efforts to enforce state laws involving drugs and underage drinking.
The board’s Law Enforcement Division will use a grant of $136,297 to reduce underage drinking by investigating sales of alcohol to minors. A grant of $135,000 will support the work of an ABC drug task force that conducts undercover investigations, finds and destroys clandestine drug laboratories and arrests drug dealers.

 From October 2006 to September 2007, the ABC Board seized more than $1.2 million in drugs and worked 1,175 cases that involved minors, according to information from the ABC Enforcement Division.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.
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
