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Riley Awards Grant to Aid Baldwin County’s Fight Against Drugs
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $130,000 grant to help Baldwin County law enforcement officers get drugs off the streets.


The grant to the County Commission will continue the work of the Baldwin County Drug Task Force. Partners in the task force, which include the district attorney’s office, the Baldwin County Sheriff’s Office and the Bay Minette, Daphne and Orange Beach police departments, work together to investigate, arrest and prosecute those involved in illegal drug activity.


“Illegal drugs are a potential threat to the health and safety of every Alabamian, but the Baldwin County Drug Task Force is doing its part to put an end to this menace,” Riley said. “This grant will help the team continue disrupting illegal drug distribution.”


The task force aims to reduce drug trafficking throughout the county and lessen the impact of methamphetamine, crack cocaine and marijuana.  Task force agents often work with state and federal agencies to investigate drug-related complaints and crimes, coordinate undercover sting operations, execute search warrants and arrest offenders.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Justice.
Riley notified, Frank Burt, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of at least $14,444 have been committed to the task force.
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
