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Riley Awards Grant to Reduce Domestic Violence 

in Crenshaw County
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded an $18,520 grant to the Crenshaw County Commission to help the Sheriff’s Office continue the services of a full-time domestic violence investigator.  


A deputy is assigned to investigate all domestic violence crimes in the county.  The deputy also holds monthly meetings to educate victims and potential victims about signs of abuse and make them aware of medical treatment, legal aid and other assistance available.  

“Domestic violence is a serious crime that cannot be tolerated,” Riley said.  “I commend Crenshaw County’s efforts to help victims attain the justice they deserve.”
The investigator also works closely with the county’s Domestic Violence Task Force, a group of representatives from several government and nonprofit agencies dedicated to helping victims and reducing domestic violence. Agencies participating in the task force include the Alabama Coalition Against Domestic Violence and the state departments of Public Health and Human Resources. 

According to the Sheriff’s Office, 133 domestic violence cases were reported in 2007.  Without the grant, county officials say they could not afford a deputy assigned full-time to domestic violence crimes. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
Riley informed Ronnie Hudson, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $6,174 will supplement the award. 
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
