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Riley Awards Grant to Reduce Domestic Violence in Marion County
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $20,450 grant to the Marion County Commission to support a law enforcement unit’s efforts against domestic violence in the county.  


The grant will help continue the Family Violence Prevention Program which has a full-time investigator and a prosecutor dedicated to domestic violence cases in the county. 

“Domestic violence is an abhorrent crime that must not be tolerated,” Riley said.  “I commend the efforts of Marion County officials to help victims attain the justice they deserve.”
The office conducts training sessions to help law enforcement officers understand and properly respond to the physical and mental aspects of domestic violence.  The program also reaches out to church groups and civic organizations to raise awareness of the problem and convey the importance of community support for victims.
