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Riley Awards Grant to Support Geneva County Drug Task Force
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $80,000 to assist the Geneva County Commission in the fight against the manufacture, sale and use of illegal drugs. 

The grant will help the Geneva County Drug and Violent Crime Task Force continue investigating drug-related cases and seizing illegal drugs throughout the county.

“This task force is a cooperative effort to take drug dealers off the streets and reduce violent crime that often accompanies the drug trade,” Riley said. “I am pleased to assist in this effort.”


Officers with the County Sheriff’s Department and local police departments comprise the task force. The group participates in joint investigations with state and federal law enforcement agencies.


Task force officials say the unit’s focus in the coming year will be to reduce the impact of methamphetamine and crack-cocaine, the two most prevalent drugs in the county. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department.


Riley notified Fred Hamic, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funds of at least $8,000 have been committed to the task force.
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
