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Riley Grant Makes Juvenile Offenders More Accountable
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $164,732 to implement a system that collects juvenile justice data and makes it available to law enforcement agencies, court officials and others involved in juvenile courts.
The system, a computerized database of juvenile criminal histories, is operated by the Administrative Office of Courts. Information about juvenile offenders is collected from their first contact with the court system and continues through any detention, probation and treatment stages. 
“Juveniles who commit crimes in one community will no longer appear to have a clean record if they repeat their offense in another area,” said Riley. “This system allows juvenile justice officials to detect any escalating criminal activity and develop a plan to counteract it.”
The project is a continuation of efforts to improve the gathering and sharing of information through technology. AOC officials say the technology makes the juvenile justice system more efficient by eliminating redundant paperwork.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Callie Dietz, director of the Administrative Office of Courts, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $18,304 will supplement the award.
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
