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Riley Awards Grant to Reduce Domestic Violence in 

Calhoun and Cleburne Counties
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $49,200 grant to a specialized law enforcement unit to reduce domestic violence in Calhoun and Cleburne counties.
The grant will enable the Family Violence Unit of the District Attorney’s Office to continue serving victims of domestic violence, sexual assault and stalking.
“Domestic violence disrupts lives and destroys families,” said Riley. “I commend the staff of the Family Violence Unit for assisting victims and helping them secure justice.”
The unit prosecutes abuse cases, works with local domestic violence shelters and a victim’s counselor, helps victims understand court proceedings and obtains protection orders when needed. The staff also helps local law enforcement officers improve skills used in domestic violence intervention.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified James Eli Henderson, chairman of the Calhoun County Commission, that the grant had been approved. The County Commission is the fiscal agent for the grant.
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
