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Riley Grant to Help Victims of Domestic Violence and 

Sexual Assault in North Alabama
MONTGOMERY—An agency in north Alabama dedicated to helping victims of domestic violence and sexual assault is getting a funding boost in the form of a $35,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
The grant to Huntsville-based Crisis Services of North Alabama will help fund the Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner Program. The program ensures that sexual assault victims can receive medical exams and follow-up care from specially-trained nurses.
“Skilled professional care following an attack benefits victims and strengthens the prosecution of offenders,” said Riley. “I commend the staff of Crisis Services for serving victims and helping them get the justice they deserve.”
The organization offers a 24-hour help line for victims so that they can get immediate help after an attack. Other services include emergency shelter, court advocacy and prevention education. The agency serves Jackson, Limestone, Madison and Morgan counties.

The funding will supplement previous grants awarded by Riley totaling $193,777 that were announced in October.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Twana Lee, Crisis Services’ board president, that the grant had been approved.
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
