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Riley Awards Grant to Battle Drugs in Elmore County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $75,000 grant to help the Central Alabama Drug Task Force continue their efforts to arrest and prosecute drug traffickers and users in Elmore County.
The unit investigates drug-related crimes and works with state and federal agencies to enforce drug laws.
“I commend the vigilance of the members of the Central Alabama Drug Task Force,” said Riley. “The work they do makes our communities safer places to live.”
The task force was formed in 1990 to pool the resources and efforts of area law enforcement agencies to reduce the impact of illegal drugs. Participating members include the district attorney’s office, the Elmore County Sheriff’s Office, Poarch Creek Indian Tribal Police and the police departments of Coosada, Deatsville, Elmore and Wetumpka. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Joe Faulk, chairman of the Elmore County Commission, that the grant had been approved. The County Commission is the fiscal agent for the grant.
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
