MONTGOMERY— Huntsville streets should be a little safer thanks in part to a $25,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The money will enable the Huntsville Police Department to equip its new traffic task force with radar units. The equipment will be installed in patrol cars used by task force officers who dedicate their time exclusively to traffic law enforcement.
