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Riley Awards Grant to Help Randolph County Law Enforcement
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $25,000 grant to help the Randolph County Sheriff’s Department conduct manhunts and investigate crimes more effectively in rural and rugged terrain. 

The grant will enable the department to purchase a four-wheel-drive vehicle that deputies can use to navigate crime scenes and conduct other operations in areas inaccessible by automobile. The vehicle will carry equipment for collecting and processing crime scene evidence. 
“Our law enforcement officers need proper tools to meet their responsibilities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to assist the sheriff’s department to better serve the residents of Randolph County.”

The department anticipates using the vehicle for tracking criminals, searching for missing persons, gaining access to marijuana plots, conducting remote drug operations and reaching crash sites. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Lathonia Wright, chairman of the Randolph County Commission, that the grant had been approved. The County Commission is the fiscal agent for the grant.
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
