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Riley Awards Grant to Help Victims of Domestic Violence
MONTGOMERY—A specialized law enforcement unit that works on behalf of victims of domestic violence, sexual assault and stalking will continue its work thanks in part to a $30,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. The unit serves Fayette, Lamar and Pickens counties.
“Perpetrators of domestic violence and sexual assault must be held accountable for the crimes they commit,” Riley said. “I commend the staff of this unit for working to obtain justice for victims.”

The unit was established by the district attorney of the 24th judicial circuit and the sheriff’s offices in the three-county region. The unit’s two investigators help locate witnesses, enforce court orders and help coordinate the prosecution of abusers.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.
Riley notified Pickens County Commission Chairman Edward Ezelle, Jr. that the grant had been approved.
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
