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Riley Awards Grant for Central Alabama Crisis Hotline
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $20,000 grant to ensure that professional assistance is just a phone call away for domestic violence victims in seven counties.  


The grant will help Montgomery-based Family Sunshine Center continue operating its 24-hour crisis hotline for victims in Autauga, Butler, Chilton, Crenshaw, Elmore, Lowndes and Montgomery counties. The hotline, (334) 263-0218, is the main method used to connect victims to the emergency shelter and other services provided by the center.

 “Victims escaping abusive situations often feel alone and isolated, and it’s important that they have access to professional help,” Riley said. “I commend the Family Sunshine Center for offering many programs and services that help abuse victims take the first steps toward rebuilding their lives.”

The center also offers counseling, support groups and on-site medical services for victims staying at the shelter. 

In addition, the center presents workshops to churches, civic groups, students, teachers and professional organizations about how to help victims and their families.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
Riley informed Charlene Holtsford, president of the organization’s board, that the grants had been approved.
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
