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Riley Awards Grant to Prosecute 

Domestic Violence Cases in Madison
MONTGOMERY— The city of Madison will continue a specialized unit dedicated to domestic violence cases with the help of $28,035 awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.  


The city’s Domestic Violence Unit investigates and prosecutes all domestic violence cases in Madison. A police investigator and a city prosecutor make up the unit, which started in 1998. 

“Victims need protection and deserve justice for the violent acts committed against them,” Riley said. “I commend the unit’s efforts to hold abusers accountable for their crimes.”



The unit works with community agencies to support victims through protection orders, safe shelter and referrals to other services.

Training sessions conducted by the investigator help police officers understand and properly respond to the physical and mental aspects of domestic violence. The unit also reaches out to church groups and civic organizations to raise awareness of the problem and convey the importance of community support for victims.
 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Justice.
Riley notified Mayor Arthur Kirkindall that he had awarded the grant.
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
