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Riley Awards Grant to Help Domestic Violence Victims 

in Cherokee, Marshall, DeKalb Counties
MONTGOMERY— Domestic violence victims in three northeast Alabama counties will continue to have access to safe shelter and professional assistance thanks in part to an $80,620 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.  


The grant will help support Kelley’s Rainbow, a shelter for victims in Marshall, Cherokee and DeKalb counties operated by the Marshall County Coalition Against Domestic Violence.

 “Domestic violence victims face a difficult recovery process that requires caring and professional assistance,” Riley said.  “I commend the coalition for the full-range of services it provides to help victims get back on their feet.”  


In addition to safe shelter, available services include clothing, rent and utility assistance and counseling. The center’s court advocates help victims understand the criminal justice process and accompany them to court appearances.

The coalition also provides training and resource manuals for local law enforcement agencies to help them handle domestic violence cases more effectively. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department.
Riley informed Charles Whisenant, chairman of the organization’s board, that the grant had been approved.
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
