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Riley Awards Grant for Valley Trail Improvements   
MONTGOMERY— A grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will provide some direction for a recreational trail in the city of Valley. 

The $7,619 grant will enable the city to replace older signage along the Chattahoochee Valley Railroad Trail. Funding also will be used to provide trailside exhibits focusing on the area’s history. The trail is built along a former railroad line that served textile mills in the area.

 “Combining recreation with education has proven a successful formula for encouraging people to enjoy the outdoors in Alabama,” Riley said. “I commend local, county and state officials for preserving the city’s history in a manner that benefits everyone.”

The trail is used for walking, running and cycling. Areas along the trail also are used for special events. Since much of the trail intersects with streets, the signs will help ensure the safety of trail users.   

Riley notified Mayor Arnold Leak that the grant had been approved. The city has pledged $1,905 in local funding for the project.  

The grant is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. It was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program. 
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
