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Riley Awards Grant to Reduce Juvenile Crime 

in Montgomery County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $22,464 grant to continue funding a program in Montgomery County that seeks to reduce juvenile crime.
The grant will fund the Weekend Adolescent Intensive Treatment program. The program helps juvenile offenders ages 10 to 15 who have committed one or two non-violent offenses.
“Children need strong guidance and direction to steer them away from trouble,” said Riley. “This weekend program can help redirect troubled juveniles toward a more productive path.”

The program is administered by the Montgomery County Juvenile Court system to help reduce juvenile crime and decrease the caseload handled by the juvenile court system.
With required attendance on two consecutive weekends, the program provides juveniles with individual and group counseling and classes on conflict resolution, domestic violence awareness, abstinence from drugs and alcohol and study skills. Students also are required to attend follow-up sessions for three months. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Todd Strange, chairman of the Montgomery County Commission, that the grant had been approved. The County Commission is the fiscal agent for the grant. Local funds of $2,496 will supplement the award.
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
