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Riley Awards Grant to Help Teens Overcome Substance Abuse
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $60,724 grant to the Calhoun County Commission to continue a juvenile drug court.
Teens charged with drug-related offenses are sent to the drug court to address substance abuse, overcome addiction and avoid future criminal problems. Drug court officials estimate that they handle 75 percent of the county’s drug cases.
“We all benefit when professionals are able to help teens overcome drug addictions so they can become productive adults,” said Riley. “I commend the drug court staff for helping these teens turn their lives around.”
The drug court was established in November 2005 to provide teens who abuse drugs the opportunity to become clean and sober. The program works with juveniles to help them perform better in school, develop positive relationships and avoid further criminal activity.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified James Eli Henderson, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved.
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
