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Silas Awarded Trail Grant by Riley
MONTGOMERY— Residents of Silas will soon have a safe, convenient place to get some outdoor exercise thanks to an $11,260 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.  


The grant will enable construction of an asphalt multi-purpose trail circling the site of the former South Choctaw Elementary School. The former school building is slated to become the new Silas Town Hall.

 “Projects like this contribute to the health and well-being of residents by increasing recreational opportunities and encouraging exercise,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support Silas officials in their efforts to improve the quality of life for their residents.”

Residents currently use streets and highways to walk or jog, creating a potentially unsafe situation. Once completed, the trail will provide a safe, public place for exercise. 

The trail will be 850-feet long and 8 feet wide, enabling access for walkers, joggers, skaters and bicyclists. The smooth-surface trail will be accessible to people with disabilities. It will be open year round from dawn to dusk.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available by the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.

Riley notified Mayor Roy Davis Jr. that the grant had been approved. The town has committed $5,500 in matching funds to the project.
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
