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Riley Awards Grants for Recreational Projects in Ashland, Munford
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants to enhance outdoor recreation in two east Alabama towns.    

Ashland is receiving a $75,000 grant for new restrooms, a picnic pavilion and security gates at Ashland City Park. A $20,332 grant will enable Munford to construct a walking trail for residents of the town and the surrounding area.
 

“The availability of outdoor recreational activities not only enhances a community’s quality of life, it also can improve the health of residents,” Riley said. “I commend Ashland and Munford officials for increasing the opportunities for residents to enjoy the outdoors.”

Ashland will replace the old picnic shelter and restrooms at Ashland City Park that were demolished because deteriorating conditions made them unsafe. The new structures will be constructed near the start of a 2,300-foot walking trail at the park. The pavilion and restrooms will be constructed to meet accessibility requirements in the Americans with Disabilities Act. The project also includes the installation of two security gates at the park to help city employees enforce the park’s 10 p.m. closing time. Ashland is committing $18,750 to the project.
Munford will undertake a project to construct a quarter-mile circular walking trail at the town’s Municipal Complex on Lions Road. The trail will be paved and made wide enough to be accessible by people with physical disabilities. Munford is committing $5,083 toward the project’s completion.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants from funds made available to the state by the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
Riley notified Ashland Mayor Terry Turner and Munford Mayor Lynn Swinford that the grants had been approved.
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
