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Riley Awards Grant to Boost Worker Skills 

at Connector Manufacturing
MONTGOMERY— Workers at a Butler County manufacturing company will learn new job skills, increase productivity and boost their earning potential thanks in part to a $49,970 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 

Connector Manufacturing Co. will apply the grant to the cost of training 46 employees to improve efficiency and increase safety. The company is contributing $159,172 to the training cost.

 “In today’s economy, Alabama workers must continue to upgrade their skills to remain competitive,” Riley said. “By learning new skills, these employees will become more valuable to their employer.”

Connector Manufacturing makes aluminum and copper connectors and other hardware used by utility companies and industrial customers. Company officials say workers will receive extensive training to bring them up to date with current production equipment, resulting in an estimated 30 percent increase in efficiency. By completing the training, workers will improve their opportunities for promotion and increase their long-term wages by 3 percent, company officials said. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Labor.
