Riley Awards Grant for Police Vehicle in Glencoe
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $24,031 grant to the city of Glencoe for a specialized police vehicle.   


The vehicle will replace an older, high-mileage one that often is out of service for repairs.

“Our police officers can be more effective in their duties when supplied with proper equipment,” said Riley. “I am pleased to provide this funding for the Glencoe Police Department.”

The new vehicle will be equipped and utilized for patrolling, but also will be able to perform heavy duty tasks that cannot be performed by a standard patrol car. The department will use it to transport dangerous chemicals confiscated from methamphetamine laboratories and haul large items recovered from thieves. In addition, the vehicle may be used in animal control situations.


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.
