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Riley Awards Grant to Assist 

Domestic Violence Victims with Legal Help
MONTGOMERY—Legal advice and assistance will continue to be available to domestic violence victims in five rural south Alabama counties thanks in part to a $25,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
The grant to Legal Services Alabama will pay a portion of the salaries of two staff attorneys who are experienced in handling domestic violence cases. The organization serves low-income residents in Bullock, Butler, Crenshaw, Lowndes and Pike counties.
“Professional assistance is vital in helping domestic violence victims obtain independence from their abusers,” said Riley. “Legal Services provides free legal assistance to many Alabamians in need.”
The organization helps clients with various legal issues including domestic violence, child custody cases, obtaining protection orders when needed and also with problems regarding Social Security benefits. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.

Riley notified James H. Fry, executive director of Legal Services, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $6,250 will supplement the award.
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
