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Riley Awards Grant to Battle Drugs 

in Monroe, Conecuh Counties
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $50,000 grant to continue the battle against illegal drugs in Monroe and Conecuh counties.
The area’s drug task force will use the funding to continue investigating, arresting and prosecuting drug dealers within the two counties.
“Reducing the presence of illegal drugs leads to safer communities,” said Riley. “I commend the hard work and dedication of the drug task force.”

The unit comprises members from the Monroe County Sheriff’s Department, the Conecuh County Sheriff’s Department, the district attorney’s office and the Monroeville and Evergreen police departments.

The task force also works with the Alabama Bureau of Investigation and the Alabama National Guard to help locate and eradicate marijuana plants.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. Matching funds of $50,000 will supplement the award.

Riley notified Probate Judge Greg Norris, president of the Monroe County Commission, that the grant had been approved. The commission is the fiscal agent for the grant.
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
