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Riley Announces Grant for Bibb County Improvement Program  
MONTGOMERY— A $13,600 grant, announced by Gov. Bob Riley, will support a Bibb County program intended to produce new leaders and expand the leadership capabilities of others.   

The Appalachian Regional Commission grant will help fund the Leadership Bibb 2009, a program to encourage selected individuals to work toward expanding economic development, improving education and job opportunities and upgrading overall living conditions in the county. The program has separate classes for adults and high school juniors. 

“This leadership program is evidence of a community working to become an even better place to live, work and raise a family,” Riley said. “I commend those who are investing their time and talent to this endeavor.” 

The program consists of six sessions enabling the 20 adults and 25 students to expand their understanding of local history, government, economic development and tourism, teamwork and communications. Each class will also contribute to revitalizing the area chamber of commerce through volunteer services.  

Riley notified county Administrator Mark Tyner that the grant had been approved.  

The ARC is a federal-state partnership that seeks to improve the quality of life and promote economic development in a 13-state region that includes a portion of Alabama. Congress has designated 37 Alabama counties, including Bibb County, to be eligible for commission programs and funding. 

Upon Riley’s recommendation, the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs submitted the project for ARC’s approval. 
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
