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Henry County Students to Learn Value of Groundwater
Thanks to Grant from Riley
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley is supporting an effort to give fourth grade students in Henry County a hands-on lesson about a vital natural resource. The students will participate in the county’s Groundwater Festival to be held on May 8. 


The Henry County office of the Alabama Cooperative Extension System is organizing the festival to focus on the importance of groundwater and its role in the water cycle. A $400 grant awarded by Riley will help the Extension Office pay for supplies and the printing of educational materials to be given to students at the festival.

“The Groundwater Festival is a great opportunity to increase awareness and instill in students a sense of stewardship about one of Alabama’s most precious resources,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support this educational experience.”

Water experts from around the state will present interactive sessions to help attendees learn where their drinking water comes from and how to protect it, the importance of groundwater to plants and wildlife and the effect of human actions on water sources.  About 270 students from Abbeville and Headland elementary schools and Abbeville Christian Academy are expected to attend the festival at the old Abbeville High School building. 

Riley notified James Jones, coordinator of the Henry County Extension Office, that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
