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Riley Awards Grant to Help Sipsey Purchase New Police Car
MONTGOMERY— The town of Sipsey will purchase new police equipment with the help of a $23,400 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 

The grant will fund the purchase of a new patrol car and a video system for the car. The car will replace an older patrol car with 170,000 miles on it and several transmission issues. Town officials say the car is often out of service, leaving the police with only one patrol vehicle available to respond to crimes. The new car includes a video camera system that the police department will use for officer training as well as evidence in criminal cases.

“At any time, law enforcement officers across Alabama may be called to put their lives on the line to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help Sipsey purchase a new, reliable vehicle so police officers can continue to serve the town’s residents effectively.”


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department.
Riley informed Mayor Anita Sanders that the grant had been approved.
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
