MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $25,000 to help the city of Dozier replace its only police patrol car with a new, more reliable vehicle.

The city’s current patrol car has more than 75,000 miles on it and several recurring mechanical problems, said Terry Mears, the Dozier police chief. Several emergency lights on the car also are broken.
