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Riley Awards Grant for Walking Trail in Houston County
MONTGOMERY— Fitness buffs in Houston County will have a new and safe place to exercise, thanks to a $73,826 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.  


The grant will allow the Town of Kinsey to build a quarter-mile-long asphalt walking trail along the east side of Walden Road between Lynn Jarvis Road and J.W. Rich Road.


Currently, walkers and runners must share the town’s roads with vehicle traffic. Kinsey sought funding for the trail to provide an opportunity for residents to exercise safely. 


“The people of Kinsey have demonstrated their need and support for additional recreational facilities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to assist the community as it works to provide a place for exercise and outdoor activities.”

The trail ultimately will be part of a recreational park the town is planning, which will include areas for sports and picnicking. Residents have shown strong support for the town’s plans, submitting dozens of letters requesting a walking trail. The letters were included in the town’s grant proposal.

The grant, which will fund 80 percent of the $92,283 project, is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs with funding provided under the federal Recreational Trails Program. A part of the Department of Transportation’s Federal Highway Administration, the program helps states to develop and maintain recreational trails and trail-related facilities for both non-motorized and motorized recreational uses. 
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
