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Riley Awards Grant for Florala Police Vehicle
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $22,244 grant to help the Florala Police Department better serve its residents. 


The grant will enable the department to purchase a four-wheel-drive vehicle that can navigate roads during severe weather and travel off the road when necessary for police investigations and searches.  


“Proper equipment and reliable transportation enables our officers to better protect and serve residents,” said Riley. “I am pleased that this grant will help the Florala Police Department in their duties.”
The new vehicle will allow officers to safely maneuver in areas not accessible by patrol cars. Because city roads are part of two hurricane evacuation routes from Florida, city officials expect the vehicle will play a crucial role in helping officers ensure the safety of motorists.  
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Mayor Robert Williamson that the grant had been approved. 
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
