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Riley Announces $124,123 to Help Parents of Preschoolers 

in Clay and Coosa Counties
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley announced two grants totaling $124,123 that will enable parents of preschoolers to better prepare their children for school.  


Project R.O.L.E. Model Inc. will receive a $74,500 grant to continue the Home Instruction for Parents of Preschool Youngsters program, known as the HIPPY program, in Clay County.

A $49,623 grant will help the Coosa County Board of Education implement the HIPPY program in Coosa County.


“Helping parents to be more involved in their children’s learning fosters a positive attitude toward education and gives children a better chance to succeed in school,” said Riley. “I am pleased to announce these grants.” 

Started in 1969, HIPPY is an international program that helps parents to prepare children ages three to five for success in school. 


Each week, an educator visits the home to give parents a lesson packet for their children that covers letters, shapes, colors and motor skills. The home visits ensure that the parent knows how to teach the lesson. Because the child learns the lesson directly from the parent, the parent-child bond is strengthened.


Upon Riley’s recommendation, the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs submitted the project for ARC’s approval.

ARC was established by Congress in 1965 as a supplemental grant program to raise the standard of living, improve the quality of life and promote economic development in the Appalachian mountain region. The region includes all of West Virginia and parts of 12 other states, including Alabama. 

Riley, who as governor serves on the 14-member ARC board, notified Baron Sandlin, executive director of Project R.O.L.E. Model, and Dennis Sanford, superintendent of Coosa County Schools, that the grants had been approved.
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
