Riley Awards Grant to Help Families of 

Abused Children in Morgan County
MONTGOMERY— Families and caregivers of children who have suffered abuse will continue receiving support and assistance in Morgan County thanks in part to a $19,593 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.  


The Morgan County Child Advocacy Center in Decatur will use the funds for its Family Advocacy Program, which provides support, information and referrals to family members and caregivers not involved in the abuse.
“Children who have been abused need a supportive parent or guardian to help them recover,” said Riley. “I commend the staff of the child advocacy center for assisting victims and guiding their families.”
The center’s family advocate provides crisis counseling and interviews the family members. Referrals for further counseling or medical examinations are also provided, and the advocate helps the family prepare the child for court.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified District Attorney Bob Burrell, the organization’s director, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $4,898 will supplement the award.
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
