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Riley Awards Grants for Police Equipment in Elmore County 
MONTGOMERY— Police departments in three Elmore County municipalities have been awarded grants by Gov. Bob Riley to improve public safety in their jurisdictions. 
Wetumpka has been awarded a $24,750 grant to purchase a police vehicle. Millbrook was awarded a $24,192 grant to acquire video-recording systems for use in several police vehicles. Eclectic received a $23,616 grant to buy a generator that will be used during power outages and other emergency situations. 
“Law enforcement agencies must have adequate equipment in order to perform their jobs efficiently and effectively,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support the work these departments do to protect Elmore County residents.”

Riley notified Mayors Jerry Willis of Wetumpka, Al Kelley of Millbrook and Gary Wright of Eclectic that the grants were approved. 

The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state from the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants. 
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
