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Riley Awards Grant to Boost Worker Skills at Dunbarton Corp. 
MONTGOMERY— Workers at a Dothan manufacturer will soon learn new job skills and boost their long-term earning potential with the help of a grant from Gov. Bob Riley.    


The $50,000 grant will help Dunbarton Corp. pay the cost to train 130 employees in techniques to improve efficiency and reduce waste in the production process. The company will contribute $62,667 toward the training cost.

“In today’s economy, Alabamians must continue to upgrade their skills to remain competitive in the workforce,” Riley said. “By learning new skills, these employees will strengthen their company while expanding their opportunity for advancement.”

Dunbarton makes fiberglass and steel doors and door frames. Company officials say the training will help Dunbarton remain competitive during the current downturn in residential and commercial building by improving production capabilities, reducing manufacturing costs and streamlining distribution.



The training will be conducted over a 12-month period by the Alabama Technology Network in Eufaula.  Dunbarton estimates a 6 percent increase in the long-term wages of employees who complete the training. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Labor.
