Two Police Departments in Covington County
MONTGOMERY— Two towns in Covington County have been awarded grants by Gov. Bob Riley to better equip their police departments.

The Red Level Police Department will use a $24,994 grant to purchase a new patrol car and other equipment including a Taser and a police-model shotgun.

A grant of $24,957 will enable the Gantt Police Department to purchase a new, fully-equipped Ford Crown Victoria and radio communication equipment.


“Our law enforcement officers can better serve their residents when given the proper tools and necessary equipment,” said Riley. “I am pleased to provide these grants for the police departments of Gantt and Red Level.”


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.


Riley notified Michael Purnell, mayor of Red Level, and Melissa Grissett, mayor of Gantt, that the grants had been approved.
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
