Demopolis to Purchase Police Equipment with Help of Riley Grant
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $25,000 grant to help the Demopolis Police Department purchase a variety of equipment to enhance public safety.  


The city will purchase a metal detector for security at municipal court and new laptop computers for patrol cars, enabling police officers to record traffic citation information immediately without returning to headquarters. Road spikes also will be purchased for patrol cars so that officers can end dangerous police chases quickly by deflating the tires on suspects’ vehicles.  

 “I am pleased to help the Demopolis Police Department obtain the equipment they need to effectively protect residents,” Riley said.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Justice.
Riley notified Mayor Michael Grayson that he had approved the award.
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
