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Riley Awards Grant for Lowndesboro Water Tank 
MONTGOMERY— A new 100,000-gallon water tank, funded by a Community Development Block Grant, will keep the town of Lowndesboro out of hot water. 

Gov. Bob Riley awarded the $385,000 grant to build the tank so that the town will have a one-day backup supply of water as required by the Alabama Department of Environmental Management. ADEM informed the town it needed another source of readily available water in 2006 after the system encountered major water leaks and many customers were without water for about 48 hours. 

 “A safe supply of drinking water is essential to public health and community development,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to assist Lowndesboro officials who are working to make their community a better place to live and raise families.”  

The capacity of the existing 75,000-gallon tank does not meet current demand of the water system’s 101 customers. Residents consume 80,000 gallons of water per day during normal use, and peak demand can be as high as 125,000 gallons daily. The town could face a critical shortage if the tank is damaged or in need of repair. 
The new tank will be built near County Road 29 and will serve residents supplied by the northern section of the town’s water system. The existing tank will continue to be used. The town’s water is supplied by a single well and from water purchased from the nearby Pintlala Water System. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

Riley notified Mayor Rick Pate that the grant had been approved. CDBG awards help develop viable communities by providing decent housing, suitable living environments and expanded economic opportunities, principally for persons of low- or moderate-income.
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
