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Riley Awards Additional Funds to Support 

Colbert County Drug Task Force 
MONTGOMERY— Efforts to reduce the impact of illegal drugs in the quad-city region have received a boost in the form of a $25,000 grant from Gov. Bob Riley.   


The grant will help the Colbert County Drug Task Force continue identifying, arresting and prosecuting traffickers, sellers and users of illegal drugs. The grant supplements a $50,000 grant awarded by Riley in April for the task force. 

 “I’m pleased to provide this additional support for the dedicated law enforcement officers working to reduce the terrible impact of illegal drugs,” Riley said.  

The task force comprises representatives from the police departments of Cherokee, Leighton, Littleville, Muscle Shoals, Sheffield and Tuscumbia. The county sheriff’s office and the district attorney’s office also are part of the task force.


The unit works with local, state and federal agencies to investigate drug offenders and bring them to justice. The investigations focus on illegal drugs such as methamphetamine, cocaine and marijuana, and also on prescription-drug abuse.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley informed Emmitt Jimmar, chairman of the County Commission, that he had approved the grant.
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
