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Two East Alabama Counties to Purchase 

Law Enforcement Equipment with Riley Grants
MONTGOMERY— The sheriff’s departments of Chambers and Russell counties will trade in old-fashioned videotape for digital video with the help of grants from Gov. Bob Riley.   


Riley awarded a $25,000 grant to the Chambers County Commission and a $23,193 grant to the Russell County Commission for the upgrades. Both counties will purchase and install four digital video systems in patrol vehicles. 

“I am always pleased to provide support for our sheriff’s deputies so they can more effectively protect residents,” Riley said.


The video systems record traffic stops, and the footage can be used as evidence in legal proceedings and for officer training. Officials in both counties say the new digital systems not only will improve picture quality, but also save time and money by cutting the time required to make video copies and eliminating the need to purchase hundreds of videotapes per year.

Chambers County also will purchase equipment for the county’s dive team. The team conducts underwater search and recovery missions, including locating and retrieving crime evidence. 

Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the awards.

Riley notified chairmen Jack Bunn of the Chambers County Commission and Mervin Dudley of the Russell County Commission that the grants had been approved.
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
