Riley Awards Grant to Fight Drugs in Mobile County
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $65,000 grant to continue fighting the sale and distribution of illegal drugs in Mobile County. The funding supplements a previous grant of $260,000 that was awarded in August 2008.  


The grant to the city of Mobile will fund the Mobile County Street Enforcement Narcotics Team that investigates and prosecutes cases that involve drug-related crimes.

“Illegal drugs and related criminal activity plague communities and destroy lives,” said Riley. “I commend the work of this specialized team to create a safe environment for families.”

The team comprises representatives from several local law enforcement agencies, including the police departments of Bayou La Batre, Chickasaw, Citronelle, Creola, Dauphin Island, Mobile, Mount Vernon, Prichard, Saraland and Satsuma. The district attorney’s office and the Mobile Municipal Airport Authority also work with the team.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.
