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Hanceville Police Ranked in Top Two for
2009 ‘Click It or Ticket’ Enforcement

MONTGOMERY— The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is recognizing the Hanceville Police Department for its recent efforts to enforce seat belt and child restraint laws. The department ranked second in the state during the national “Click It or Ticket” campaign earlier this year.
