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Local Officers Continue “Drunk Driving” 
Campaign Through Labor Day
MONTGOMERY— The final weekend of the national “Drunk Driving: Over the Limit, Under Arrest” campaign begins this Friday and continues through the Labor Day holiday. State and local law enforcement officers are working overtime to remove drunken drivers from the roadways.


Officers from eight east Alabama counties are joining their Georgia counterparts at a “Hands Across the Border” ceremony to kick off the weekend enforcement blitz. The East Alabama Highway Safety Office is coordinating Alabama’s participation in the event which demonstrates that dangerous drivers cannot escape the law by crossing the state line. The safety office serves Calhoun, Chambers, Clay, Cleburne, Coosa Randolph, Talladega and Tallapoosa counties.


Grants administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs are funding overtime pay to increase patrols by Alabama law enforcement officers. 

“This partnership between Alabama and Georgia patrol officers will save lives and prevent injuries,” ADECA Director Doni Ingram said. “I commend their dedication to increasing highway safety.” 

The “Drunk Driving” campaign began on August 21 and is sponsored by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.
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
