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State Surplus to Hold Final Auction Before Moving 
MONTGOMERY – Everything must go! On Thursday, the state Surplus Property Division is holding the final auction at its current warehouse and the staff is eager to sell as much as possible.
 “We’re getting rid of everything that’s eligible to be sold at the current location,” said Shane Bailey, director of the surplus office. “We’re trying to clear out as many items as possible so we will have less merchandise to haul to our new warehouse.”

 More than 500 items, including 127 vehicles, will be included in the public auction, which will begin at 8 a.m. and continue until the last lot is sold. 
Many of the auction items are sold in bulk or lots. Items range from computers and office equipment to appliances and outdoor machinery. In addition to property no longer required by state agencies, articles acquired from federal agencies, military bases and airports also are for sale. 
Items included in Thursday’s auction are available for public inspection on Tuesday and Wednesday from 8 a.m. until 4 p.m. at the warehouse located at 4401 N. Boulevard in Montgomery. 

After the auction, Surplus Property will move to the former Hudson-Thompson warehouse at 4590 Mobile Highway. The new location will be more than twice the size of the current warehouse and the state will own the building. 

“We have several other state agencies that want to rent space there,” said Bailey. “We expect to save some money and hopefully generate revenue for the state in the long run.”

Bailey said the new location, about a quarter-mile from the Interstate 65-U.S. Highway 80 interchange, will be more convenient to buyers. The move should be completed by mid to late October, Bailey said. 
Surplus Property, a division of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, provides merchandise to other state agencies, county and municipal governments, nonprofits and other qualified buyers at greatly discounted prices throughout the year. Leftover items are sold at public auction. Most of the revenue collected from sales and auctions goes into the state general fund. 

A photo ID and Social Security number or a federal employee ID is necessary to qualify for bidding.
