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Riley Awards Grant to Spur New Jobs in Dallas County  
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $452,860 Community Development Block Grant to construct a rail spur needed to bring 100 or more new jobs to Dallas County. 
The grant will provide railway access to Castle Rock Industries which is opening a manufacturing plant on a 20-acre site at South Dallas Industrial Park. The company will generate feedstock used to make biodiesel fuel and will produce animal feed using waste products. 
“Bringing this industry to Dallas County means more than new jobs,” Riley said. “It signifies confidence in Alabama’s economy and illustrates what can be achieved when people are willing to work together. I am pleased to play a role in this project.”

The grant enables construction of a rail spur connecting the plant with a main rail line. The company plans to use rail to transport materials and products to and from the facility. 

Riley notified Kim Ballard, chairman of the Dallas County Commission, that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. 

The CDBG funding was provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
