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Riley Grant to Help Child Abuse Victims in Southeast Alabama 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $70,206 grant to help a nonprofit agency in Troy assist child victims of sexual and physical abuse in four counties. 
The grant to Pike Regional Child Advocacy Center will enable the organization to provide counseling and other services for the victims and help prosecute offenders. The center serves Barbour, Bullock, Coffee and Pike counties.

“Child abuse demands a prompt and effective response” Riley said. “I commend the staff of the child advocacy center for supporting victims and helping bring charges against abusers.”


The advocacy center provides counseling and medical exams by specially-trained nurses in a child-friendly atmosphere. The staff also works with various agencies to help with the investigation and prosecution of child abuse.

The center operates a satellite office in Enterprise to make it easier for victims in Coffee County to access services without driving to Troy. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Justice. Riley informed Scherryl Harrison, president of the center’s board, that the grant had been approved. 
Matching funds of $17,206 have been committed to the center. Along with grants, the center relies on private donations to ensure that free services continue to be available to victims.
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
